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THE PASTEUR-WEIZMANN JOINT RESEARCH PROGRAM

RESEARCH GRANT ANNOUNCEMENT

2015
In order to encourage scientific collaboration between researchers of the Pasteur Institute and the Weizmann Institute, a Joint Research Program approved by the two Institutes and the Pasteur-Weizmann Council has been running since 1988.

According to this agreement, research groups in the two Institutes that share common scientific interests may submit a joint grant application. The support will be 70.000 € per project per year (split between the two groups) and the duration of the funding will be 2 years. The major criteria for approval of a Joint Research Grant will be the scientific quality of the application and the applicants, the likelihood of success of the joint research, and the extent of collaboration in the project.

Collaborative research projects dealing with subjects of interest for both Institutes, such as Immunology, Developmental Biology, Microbiology, Neurobiology, Structural Biology, Bioinformatics, Systems Biology and Environmental Science, will be considered. Whenever possible, the relevance to cancer research or prospects of application to treatment or prevention of diseases should be emphasized.
The applications for these Research Grants will be submitted and processed according to the following guide-lines:

2. Submission

Applications will be prepared jointly by the two research laboratories in English on standard application forms (available below), and will be submitted in parallel as follows: 3 hardcopies and an Adobe PDF electronic file to Carla Saleh at the Institut Pasteur, and a PDF file to the Research Grants and Projects Office at the Weizmann Institute. The deadline for the application is January 20, 2015.

3. Selection of the projects

Each Institute will appoint a local committee that will review the joint applications and rank them. The final decision on the allocation of support will be taken by the Scientific Committee of the Pasteur-Weizmann Council. The funding of the approved Joint Research programs will start on April 1st, 2015.

4. Reports and acknowledgements

A progress report will be prepared by the researchers and sent to the two coordinators by end of February 2016. Final reports will be submitted no later than one month after the end of the support period. In these reports (on 2-3 typewritten pages), the researchers should –i) describe the way in which the Pasteur-Weizmann funds have been used and have helped render the collaboration more effective, -ii) summarize their major findings and the new prospects opened by their results and – iii) list the publications which resulted from the Joint Projects. Publications should acknowledge the source of support.
